Methodist Education Foundation

The Methodist Education Foundation (MEF) was
incorporated in 1984 and is established under The
Methodist Church in Malaysia.

The principal objective of the Foundation is to receive
and administer funds for educational, scientific and
charitable purposes, for the welfare of the public.

Since its inception, its activities have focused mainly
on providing aid in education in the form of loans
and grants. The funds available are limited as the
sources of funding in large, comes mainly from
our own Methodist churches and some generous
individuals who support education. Over the years,
MEF has helped more than 2,000 Malaysians realize
their dreams of obtaining a diploma or degree and
helping them get a head start in life. In 2020 alone,
the MEF gave out 144 grants ranging from RM2,000
to RM4,000 per student.

Due to the limited funds, loans and grants are only
given to students pursuing higher education for
diploma and 1Ist degree courses in local institutions.
The loans and grants are advertised in the English,
Malay, Chinese and Tamil newspapers around April

every year (prior to the announcement of the SPM
results) and are given out annually to deserving
students who meet the criteria set by the MEF
committee, irrespective of race or religion.

Malaysian students seeking admission to institutions
of higher learning can apply to the MEF. Those
already studying in such institutions can also apply.
Preference will be given to students from lower
income groups/families.

MEF also seeks public support via donations so as
to create more opportunities through education for
the benefit of Malaysians. We invite you to be a part
of this cause and contribute towards nation-building
and the betterment of our society.

Malaysian Methodists Must Gontinue Praying

is your glory. ¥ For this reason | bow my knees before the Father, 5 from
whom every family in heaven and on earth is named, 6 that according
to the riches of his glory he may grant you to be strengthened with
power through his Spirit in your inner being, 7 so that Christ may dwell
in your hearts through faith—that you, being rooted and grounded in
love, 8 may have strength to comprehend with all the saints what is
the breadth and length and height and depth, '° and to know the love
of Christ that surpasses knowledge, that you may be filled with all the
fullness of God. 20 Now to him who is able to do far more abundantly
than all that we ask or think, according to the power at work within
us, 2! to him be glory in the church and in Christ Jesus throughout all
generations, forever and ever. Amen. Ephesians 3: 13-21 (ESV)

Most of the time we look at our sufferings and we think of it as the
dead end. We conclude that suffering means all is lost and no benefit
can come out of it. The apostle Paul is saying that he could see himself
useful to GOD even though he is facing sufferings. If we can see
beyond our suffering, and see what God has in mind to achieve, and
how you and | can be of service to GOD, then | think we will not lose
heart.

The pandemic has probably caused some of us to shift our focus to
see things rather narrowly, think about our loss of freedom to move
around, shift our focus to the lockdown, to the vaccination and to the
virus that is really frightening. Besides that, there are the loss of jobs
and businesses which are forced to downsize or close down, resulting
in financial difficulties and uncertainties. (I am not saying that we must
not be aware of what is going on around us.) But Paul looked at how
the eternal plan of GOD was being achieved through him. It should be
the same for us, | believe.

Because the apostle Paul knew that God’s great plan for his life was
being achieved - that people were coming to Christ in spite of his
suffering/imprisonment, he therefore prayed for the believers. And
he prayed on his knees, in humility. Knowing that he was useful to
God even in his suffering, did not make him arrogant but it made him
humble. Let nothing stop us from adopting this humble posture.

Paul knelt before the Father. Paul who was experiencing a lockdown,
an imprisonment, never forgot the fact that God was the Father. If only
we too can remember this at all times! No matter what we go through

Paul prayed for the believers in Ephesus that God
the Father would give to them

- spiritual strength through God’s Spirit,

- constant indwelling of Christ in their hearts

- the knowledge of the love of Christ, and

- the infilling of all the fullness of GOD

Basically Paul is praying that the believers will be
strong in their faith, because we already have Christ
in us. We need not wait for the pandemic to be over
in order to feel uplifted or strong, or wait for the
lockdown to be over or for the vaccination to have
taken place. We already have Christ. Christ is already
present in our lives. Don’t lose heart!

We come to the benediction which gives us further
assurance. Don’t be discouraged or lose heart. “This
doxology is admirably adapted to strengthen our
faith that we may not stagger at the great things
the apostle has been praying for, as if they were too
much for God to give, or for us to expect from him.”
(John Wesley).

The God who has blessed us is able to do even
more. “Thus we see that there need be no limit to
our prayer. You need never rise from your knees,
and say, ‘Perhaps | was presumptuous; perhaps |
have asked more than God will give?” Down on your
knees, brother (sister), and ask God to forgive you
for dishonouring him by harbouring such a thought.
He is able to give exceeding abundantly above what
you ask.” (Charles Spurgeon).

We must come and ask HIM. He can do more than
we can ask. All that God wants to give to us can be
received from GOD through prayers. And all that
we want God to give to Malaysia, to the Methodist
Church in Malaysia, to you and your family, can be
received through prayer to GOD.

Introduction

The Methodist Church has a special category for ministry called the Local Preacher. A Local Preacher must
have a current and valid licence to preach called the Lay Preachers’ Licence (LPL). In order to get the LPL, a
person must successfully complete 8 modules (6 are core modules including Old and New Testament studies
and 2 are electives). Each module is taught over a weekend by experienced TRAC pastors and leaders, who
are not just good teachers but also mentors and guides to help the students in their pursuit of God.

Some may ask: Why should | complete the LPL in order to serve God in the local church? This is a relevant
guestion. Of course a simple answer is that only the Local Preacher is authorised to preach in the local church
and carry out functions like conducting worship services and funerals. Furthermore, a Local Preacher can
apply to become a local pastor with the LPL as the most basic academic requirement needed. However, the
Methodist Church seeks men and women who desire to take their faith in God seriously by taking the path of
the LPL in order to be equipped and trained for works of ministry.
